Props and furnishing utilized in

“John Singer Sargent: Painting Madame X”

Props and furnishing used: Piano, banjo, large easel with mural sketches, rolling easel with THE PAINTING upon it (turned away from the audience), a taboret, chair, table and small sofa.  Upon the furnishings are drawing supplies (drawing paper, pencils, vine charcoal and rags), a bowl of fruit, a decanter, a bowl of nuts with a nutcracker.  There are various sketches of Virginie Gautreau lying about.  The mural sketches are large, showing a portion of a mural for the Museum of Fine Arts, Boston, with several smaller study sketches tacked up in the margins.  Piles of correspondence litter a table, hiding his appointment book.  Sargent is dressed in his typical morning suit of black waistcoat and coat, gray striped trousers, high collared shirt and tie, a silver watch chain across his vest, watch in his pocket.  THE PAINTING is a full-sized recreation, in oils, of Sargent’s “Portrait of Madame X” as it would have appeared in the Paris Salon of 1884, before the artist repainted her fallen dress strap to its current position.  This recreation was made in consultation with Dorothy Mahon, Curator of the Metropolitan Museum of Art in New York City, where the original painting resides.
